To volunteer, you don't have to have any special skills, don't need to know the
job ahead of time - trust me, | knew nothing about being a bike club president
when | took over. Just sign up, get out there, and do it.

And next year there's shaping up to be a lot of opportunity for doing just that.
"The Alta Alpina Challenge: Riding the Wild Sierra" will require all of us to pull
together. There's a lot of positive buzz about this ride out in the larger cycling
community, and it's shaping up to be something we can all take pride in
helping make happen. And of course we'll still need volunteers for the Pinenut
Cracker, Carson Valley Classic, Genoa Cyclocross and any other events the
club may get involved in (stay tuned to this space next year...)

So thanks to all the club members I've worked with over the years. Especially
Pete Costa! I'm delighted that Pete is the next president, delighted to turn it
over to someone who's enthusiastic and who will do a great job. Also, special
thanks to Michael, who never got tired of talking and working club biz with me;
anyone else would have eventually run screaming at the mention of it. And an
overdue gratitude to Suzy Stockdale for all the advice and all the work she's
done creating posters for the Spring Party and other events, and for also not
getting sick of talking club biz during the many times we "Rode the Rut"
together after work.

Thanks to all the other terrific board members and the other diehard
volunteers that shared the load, and to all the enthusiastic club members who
showed up to the events to make it all worthwhile.

Alta Alpina Races:
A Useful Training Tool
Ellen Sherrill

As a triathlete, cycling is not my strength. It was
easily my weakest of the three disciplines during
the 2007 season. Admittedly, it was my first year
as a competing tri-geek. My swimming and
running were noticeably better compared to my
fellow athletes than my performance on the bike.
While | can often catch some of these ladies on
the run, | grew tired of continually being passed
by more powerful riders, and decided to focus on
cycling in 2008. Riding with faster cyclists was an
obvious way to push myself to excel, and racing
seemed an ideal environment to find a few prime
suspects. Club races came to my attention as the
perfect medium to find competition and learn a
little something.

At first, Thursday night races were just hard, short
workouts, part of my training regime, and low-
priority as far as placing. | soon became a twilight
race addict and grew to love the sport more than
ever, but that’s a narrative on its own. | attended
every race possible. Beginning as a D, | was
bumped to the Cs after several races. There are
some pretty strong D racers, but the move was
probably fortuitous for my training, as the
competition was stiffer here. Although | never
won a single race as a C, | made slow progress
from an initial 5th place result at the Pinenuts
Road Race, to a 2nd by the Diamond Valley Short
Course at the season’s end. Comparing my first
couple of flat time trials to the Foothill Time Trial
at the end of August, | look to have gained about
a half-mile per hour. It didn’t seem very
impressive, but a small improvement is preferable
to none!

During the month following the season finale road
race, | competed in three triathlons, those
affiliated with my second training cycle of 2008.
Each event was a different length - one Sprint,
one Olympic, and one Half-Iron distance race, in
that order. | was keen to see if there might be
any correlation to a summer of AACC races and
improved performance on the bike. At least, |
was sure hoping so! The sprint bike course
would be shorter than our time trial courses, the
Olympic course just a bit longer than a typical “C”
road race distance, and the Half-Iron much longer
