Saturday, June 22, 2013 — WEEKEND RIDE: Mormon Emigrant Trail Loop

Saturday, June 29, 2013 — The Alta Alpina Challenge: Riding the Wild SIerra
This is the biggest event on the Alta Alpina calendar. You can ride, volunteer, or ride and volunteer. The event has 
something for everyone including the Family Fun Ride, Metric Century, Century, 5 Pass Challenge, and 8 Pass 
Challenge.

Saturday, July 6, 2013 — WEEKEND RIDE: Blue Lakes Out and Back
Meet at the bottom of Old Myers Grade on South Upper Truckee Rd. in Myers. Be ready to roll at 9:00am. We’ll ride 
out South Upper Truckee, through Big Meadows campground, up and over Luther Pass, and out to the end of Blue 
Lakes Rd. We’ll return via Old Luther Pass for a total of about 55 miles.

Sunday, July 7, 2013 — July Alta Alpina Wild Hill Series Ride: Hell's Kitchen
The ride starts in Markleeville in the parking lot behind the store. We’ll leave at 8:00am sharp as an early start is 
important in mid July. This is the scheduled July Wild Hillacious Century Series Ride. Earn 1 century credit with the 
100 mile/10,000 ft Hell' Kitchen route or 1 Metric credit for the 62 mile/7000 ft Lake Alpine route. Both are out and 
back rides on the same route. Twain will lead the Lake Alpine Metric, century riders continue on to Spicer Meadow 
Reservoir and back. This is an unsupported ride with water available at Silver Creek Camp on the east side of 
Ebbetts, Lake Alpine, Bear Valley, and Spicer Meadow Reservoir. Food is at Lake Alpine Resort and Bear Valley and 
at the start and finish in Markleeville.

We ride 
over Echo Summit down to Strawberry and then take Forrest Service roads working our way Mormomn Emigrant 
Trail and CA 88 where we’ll head back to the start via Old Luther Pass. The loop is about 75 miles in length. This ride 
will be sagged by Rick so we’ll have food and water along the way.

Ride starts at the Caltrans station at the intersection of CA108(Sonora Pass) and US395 at about 9:00am. We’ll go 
about 65 miles out and back to cover both sides of Sonora Pass turning around at the store in Dardanelle. This is a 
very steep out and back. Bring plenty of food and water as there is none until the store. See the club website under

1. Monthly Status Reports:
• Treasurer:  As of 6/10/13 our bank balance is

account. We transferred $23k from the paypal 
account to the bank account this month.

• Membership:  There are 224 active members.
• Weekend Rides: Going well, though no one 

showed up for this past weekend due to excessive 
heat. Briana had 2 attendees at the women's ride 
this week.

• Newsletter:  Should go out tomorrow, depending 
on receipt of all content.

• Website:  Facebook update functionality not 
working on some browsers. Our bill to the server 
has been paid. Question of rather or not we want to 
move the site come October or November. 
Benefits: a host that will allow us to pay by credit 
card instead of check and won't get blacklisted as 
much. We just need to make sure that all our 
software is compatible with the new host's server. 

• Weekly Road Races:  Series has been going well. 
Some of the juniors need to move up into the B 
Category.

• Mountain Bike Races:  No update.
• Wild Hillacious Century Series:  XXX.
• Junior Team:  A few consistent kids and a handful 

of inconsistent kids. Mel is taking the team to 
Nevada City this weekend. They did the first two 
races of the Sierra Cup. They seem to be more 
comfortable with club races. Mel is going to bring 
the consistent kids up to the store in Tahoe to get 
outfitted in clothing. Lauren will arrange to move 
funds from one account to another accordingly via 
email with Frank.

• Spring Century:  45 riders participated in the 
Spring Century. Board motions that we provide 
Spring Century volunteers with $10 gift cards to 
Bike Habitat in thanks for their time and efforts. 
Motion passes.

• Pinenut Cracker:  90 participants this year, about 
equal to last year. Accounting not finished on event 
yet. Club discussion of an additional donation to 
TAMBA for Corral since there is dollar matching 
right now.

• Carson Valley Classic:  Tour de Nez has been 
taken over by Bubba and it will be called the Reno 
Grand Prix.

• King of Kingsbury Time Trial:  Severely cold 
weather caused low attendance (20 racers).

• Cyclocross Race:  Sacramento and SF have 
posted 2013 dates. Robert will be in contact with 
the appropriate parties for the Reno and Indian 
Hills races.

• Bike Advocacy: Bike to Work Week went well in 
Carson and is still going on in Tahoe. The Douglas 
County local bike plan meeting will happen in July. 
There will be 14 planning meetings over the next 
year and a half. Dedication of new bike Stateline 
to Stateline Bike Path is June 20th at Kahle Park. 
The next section will begin construction shortly 
and be done by the fall and go from Nevada 
Beach to Elk Point. 

• Adopt A Highway: June 16th. 
• Clothing: Michael will work with Denis to set up a 

system for tracking inventory at Bike Habitat.
2. Meet-Up:  April would still like to come give a 

presentation with us from Meet Up. Reno Wheelman 
would like to split the cost of the Meet Up Calendar 
($72/year) with us and we can both post our club 
rides collectively.

3. Alta Alpina Challenge:  Water bottles and t-shirts 
have been ordered. Registration on track: 17 family 
fun ride, 138 metric or full century, 60 five pass, and 
144 eight pass totaling 359 plus 10 more pending. 
AMBBR promotion involved flyers and an ad in local 
papers. We are only waiting on the USFS Final 
Permits to come back, other location permits are in 
place.
