If more club members qualify under this option 
than available entries, we’ll hold a lottery to determine the lucky persons.

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AACC Weekend Ride Schedule—June

Saturday, June 10, 2023 — First Highway Cleanup 2023  
This is our first of three highway cleanups. It's an easy way to help the club, the environment, and your community! We’ll meet 
at Turtle Rock Park community building at 0800 and spend an hour cleaning the highway roadside of litter. At the building 
department there are picnic tables and a restroom, to relax a little and socialize after the ride. Please wear long pants and 
long sleeves for this. At roughly 0900 we’ll regroup and set off to ride either Monitor or Ebbetts, whichever the group prefers. 
The more folks who show up, the easier, faster and more fun this goes, so if you’re on the fence, c’mon out! .
Sunday, June 11, 2023 — Boca to Cisco Grove  
Meet at the Historic Boca Townsite (dirt parking lot right after the railroad tracks off of Stampede Meadows Rd, about 1/3 of a 
mile north of I80 at the Hirschdale Rd. exit). We’ll start at 9:30am. This ride is an out and back over Donner Summit to Cisco 
Grove for about 70 miles with 5000 feet of climbing. There will be stops at Donner Lake park and Serene Lakes for Water.

Saturday, June 17, 2023 — Training Series: Markleeville to Lake Alpine  
All club members are welcome as Alta Alpina hosts a training series for non-club members for both our Alta Alpina Challenge 
and the Death Ride. This ride is a club favorite and features a whole lotta climbing: Ebbetts Pass and Pacific Grade outbound, 
and Ebbetts West on the way back. Since it's out and back you can join us for just part of the ride if you'd like. There will be 
snacks and drinks mid-ride at a rest stops as well as at the end. Club members will serve as ambassadors: this just means 
that we’re hosting the training series participants. You’re not expected to be an expert coach, just be friendly and helpful, ride 
with or wait for the participants that are best matched to your speed, and preferably you've ridden all parts of the route before. 
We need club members of ALL speeds on these No-Drop rides (fast riders to stay with or ahead of the fastest riders and 
slower riders for sweep), so please join us!

Volunteer to Help Promote Cycling in Alpine County - June 9-14 
On June 14 the Diamond Valley Elementary School (on Diamond Valley Road) will be kicking off the summer 
break (and celebrating the end of another school year) with a big cycling event. The goal is to get the students 
(from grade 2 to grade 6) to embrace riding their bikes over the summer and the club has been asked to help out.
Starting on June 9 parents will be bringing their children’s bikes to the school. Over the course of three evenings 
(June 9, 12, and 13) club members are asked to join other community volunteers checking the bikes so that they 
are ready to ride on the 14th and for a summer of riding fun. Volunteers will meet at 5:00pm at the Diamond Valley 
School Annex (the small building just left of the school). 
Please bring a work stand if you have one and tools for working on kids bikes. If you have a kids bike you’d like to 
donate (or parts for kids bikes) please bring that too. (Thursday’s race will be at Diamond Valley so perhaps we 
can get a whole group of racers to help out before the race starts.)
On Wednesday June 14 we need volunteers to help with a final check of bikes at 7:30am. At 9:00am Diamond 
Valley Road will be closed between the school and Hung A Lel Ti. At 9:30am there will be a mass start of kids 
riding their bikes out and back .Club members are asked to volunteer on the road as course marshals and as role 
models. Most importantly, we can ride along and help any kids who need encouragement or assistance with a 
mechanical problem.
Club members have been helping out with these bike events for years. Let’s get a great turnout of members in our 
club jerseys this year to help get these kids out on their bikes!

Meeting held at Jethros
Meeting called to order at 6:04 pm
Minutes of the May meeting approved as 
presented. [First|Second|Unanimous]

1. Alpine County Chamber of Commerce: Mark 
Schwartz, President of the Alpine County 
Chamber of Commerce and the Ride Director for 
the Death Ride along with other members of the 
Death Ride team joined the meeting in connection 
with discussions around the club’s involvement in 
the 2023 Death Ride and restoring our former 
partnership.

2. Monthly Status Reports:
• Treasurer:  The current checking account 

balance is $40,943.01. The Paypal balance is 
$3,955.77. Bill is working to open CD accounts 
so that some of this money can earn more 
interest.

• Membership:  Board members called members 
to facilitate renewals and Michael, Allen, and 
Jennie have been working to process 
memberships and update membership records.

• Weekend Rides: No report.
• Weekly MTB Rides:  Weather and conditions 

have been a challenge but there’s still a good 
turnout. 

• Weekly Road Races:  The Kingsbury Time 
Trial brought out a number of new racers and 
Joseph reports that each week a few more 
people join. 44 people are now registered for 
the series. Joseph was commended for doing a 
great job running the races and getting the 
results out quickly.

• Clothing:  One more jersey was sold from 
inventory and delivered to a brand new 
member. 

• Spring Century:  Chris reported that the event 
went really well and suggested some changes 
for next year.

• Fall Century:  Dave reports that he is working 
to confirm that CG Bar will still be our start/

finish location. The date will be the first 
Saturday or Sunday of October. Dave will post it 
to the rideboard shortly.

• Social Media: No report.
• Newsletter:  Michael will be getting the next 

newsletter out by Wednesday.
3. Challenge:  The Challenge is less than three 

weeks away. The start/finish has been moved to 
Diamond Valley School. Registered riders have 
been informed of the change of venues. We need 
teams of volunteers who are “night owls” and 
“morning people” in the wee hours of Saturday 
morning to help with setup at the school as we 
won’t be able to do setup there on Friday. We’re 
also looking for some specialized equipment like 
a generator, batteries, a small refrigerator, and an 
enclosed trailer to make this work. Ebbetts pass 
isn’t open yet but Caltrans is making good 
progress and Michael is confident that they will 
get it open but he has contacted Caltrans to find 
out if they will open to another gate if the whole 
distance can’t be opened. If Ebbetts doesn’t open 
in time our emergency fallback will be riding to the 
gate and then riding an extra out-and-back on 
Monitor West. Unfortunately Blue Lakes Rd. is 
unlikely to open so the substitution will be the 
backside of Luther plus Carson River Rd. and 
Diamond Valley Rd. We test rode this alternate 
route for the Death Ride Training Series. The 
board voted to establish a no-refunds policy for 
anyone objecting to these substitutions as the 
road closures are out of our control. Michael is 
working schedule volunteers for before, during, 
and after the event.

4. DVS Bike-A-Thon:  Diamond Valley School 
celebrates the end of the school year with a bike 
ride. The club needs volunteers to help with bike 
check/fix and course marshaling.

5. Next Meeting: Monday, July 10, 2023, 6 pm, 
Jethros in Gardnerville.
