USFS Lake Tahoe Basin Wide Trails Analysis

The USDA Forest Service, Lake Tahoe Basin Management Unit (LTBMU) has released the DRAFT Environmental
Assessment (EA) for the Basin Wide Trails Analysis Project that proposes building new trails and potentially
decommissioning some existing trails. The analysis also looks at opening more Tahoe area trails to Class 1 e-MTB
use.

The Draft EA proposes constructing 25 miles of NEW multi-use (singletrack!) trail and opening 106 miles of
existing trail around the basin to class-1 e-bikes. In addition, it includes many maintenance projects that will
upgrade segments to be more sustainable, improve stream crossings, and upgrade trailheads and signage.
